CODE OF CONDUCT FOR PARENTS

Parents shall unconditionally support Millis Youth Basketball Association’s commitment to the ideals of good sportsmanship, team play, honesty, integrity, loyalty, and respect for authority. In order to adhere to these principles:

Parents agree to:
· Lead by example.  Display principals of good sportsmanship

· Conduct themselves in a manner that best serves the interests, emotional health and well-being of all players (Millis or opponent)

· Treat all players (Millis or opponent) and referees fairly and with proper respect

· NEVER engage in any behavior which could be considered bullying, unsportsmanlike, confrontational, threatening, or demeaning to any player, referee, coach, spectator, or league official (e.g., shouting-out in anger, using profane or mocking language, making physical gestures, etc.)

· Avoid any and all confrontation with players, spectators, or coaches

· Respect the coach’s authority

· Refrain at all times from coaching or officiating from the stands

· Be drug, alcohol, and tobacco-free while at any MYBA athletic event

· Comply with the decisions of league officials and observe all rules, policies and procedures as established or endorsed by Millis Youth Basketball Association

· Ensure that their youth players are aware and consistently follow the principles in the player code of conduct at all times.

The Millis Youth Basketball Association unconditionally supports the principles and behavioral guidelines established in the Code of Conduct, and violations will be strictly enforced  in the 2020-2022season.
Any person violating the Code of Conduct may be subject to administrative action by the Board of Directors.  Administrative actions shall be appropriate to the circumstances and nature of the violation(s) and may include, but are not limited to:  a reduction in player playing time and/or the termination of the violator’s privilege to participate in, or attend, any MYBA activity.

All violations shall be addressed in a fair and timely manner. Administrative actions for failure to comply with the Code of Conduct are at the sole discretion of the Board of Directors.
